Spring belongs to the 

gardeners and the landscapers; skills that I frankly do 

not possess. Luckily, we have a very experienced and 

capable garden club at South Down Shores. So I con-

sulted the oracles of gardening: 

 

�x�� Add manure and compost (or composted manure) 

to the gardens 

�x�� Deadhead any plants that you missed in the fall 

�x�� Prune rose bushes 

�x�� Plant seeds (cosmos, morning glories, zinnias) 

�x�� Plant new perennials or transfer perennials  

�x�� Wait until Memorial day to plan annuals (you can 

prepare the soil now with manure, peat or com-

post) 

�x�� Get rid of weeds before the growing season 

�x�� If you are putting in a vegetable garden, you can 

rototill now and add manure 

 

I wish everyone the best of luck with their gardening. 

If you hear swearing, it is just me dropping the bat-

tery on my fingers as I pre-season the PWCs. This 

too is another spring tradition.
